the year 2010.

With such promising results from Indonesia, the
Ministry of Higher Education together with IBF Group
has expanded the Indonesian marketing outreach for
2007 through the introduction of more Malaysian
Education Fairs in Indonesia, focusing on new and
untapped markets.

Banjarmasin & Palangkaraya

After the successful completion of the first installment
of the series of Malaysian Education Fair in Jakarta,
the focus was shifted to the Kalimantan whereby a
group of adventurous Malaysian institutions ventured
into both Banjarmasin and Palangkaraya in their quest
for more Indonesian students.

Banjarmasin is the capital of South Kalimantan with a
population of about 440,000 (1999), making it the forth
largest city on the Borneo island. Palangkaraya on the

other hand is the province capital of Central
Kalimantan and is situated in the up stream region of
the Kahayan River. In recent years, this city has
emerged to become the center of government, trade
and education of the province.

Our new strategy works!

Drawing from our previous experiences in the
Indonesian market, we recently introduced an
improved strategy in the manner our exhibitions are
developed, organized and implemented.

In essence, the new strategy involved the redesign of
the marketing campaign that primarily involved around
the necessary groundwork for the exhibition and, the
changes in exhibition floor plan which saw the
introduction of “Limited” participation by Malaysian
institutions. The improvements were made in efforts to
not only assist institutions in achieving the brand
awareness objective but to also assist in the aim of
student recruitment (further details are available in our
REFLECT, RESOLVE, RERESH booklet).
